The Treasurer will then forward one copy of the application to the Secretary for reading

and recording. The copy of the application will be given to the Communications

Coordinator by the Secretary so that the Communications Coordinator may arrange for

the applicant to be interviewed and to determine what training is required. At the end of

the applicants probationary period, the Communications Coordinator or his/her representative will report to the board as to the qualifications of the applicant.

Each applicant will complete a Team Personal equipment Questionnaire. This

information is required to enable the Team officers to best utilize each applicant’s

communications capability. Beam owners are particularly needed along the coast, and

also inland, to assist in locating or identifying the source of a radio signal, whose

operator may be lost or disoriented.

REASON FOR JOINING REACT: The Team is interested in knowing how you came to

be aware of REACT and what prompted you to desire membership in REACT.

MEMBERS YOU KNOW: Team members who may be called upon to make a

recommendation on your behalf.

PLEDGE: Southwestern REACT desires to maintain a high standard of efficiency,

therefore each applicant is required to complete a probationary and training period of

approximately 90 days. During this period, you will be made aware of the purpose and

function of Southwestern REACT and your responsibility to ensure that any

assignments undertaken by you are attended to or a relief is provided for. This period is

also used to allow the Team and the applicant to become acquainted with each other.

ALL MEMBERS ARE DIRECTED TO REFRAIN FROM ANY ACTIVITY OR CONDUCT

THAT WHICH MIGHT BRING DISCREDIT UPON SOUTHWESTERN REACT OR THE

REACT ORGANIZATION.

MONITORING: THE PURPOSE AND FUNCTION OF REACT IS TO MONITOR RADIO EMERGENCY FREQUENC IES; as appropriate including but not limited to Amateur, GMRS and CB. Thereby provide assistance to the traveling public. SOUTHWESTERN REACT also provides safety and emergency communications to public service and other non-profit organizations in the San Diego area. All Activities of Southwestern REACT are strictly on a volunteer basis, but your involvement with as many activities as possible is beneficial to both the Team and yourself by preparing each other for disaster and emergency radio operations. It is through the non-emergency work of the Team that we maintain our proficiency and readiness for emergency operations.
